Five(5) Minute Rule

December 4, 2006


The purpose of this agreement is to motivate our membership to assemble five(5) minutes prior to the start of the shift in order to determine, by seniority, workplace assignments, to disperse to our respective work areas, and to be ready for work when the shift begins.  The following guidelines shall be observed when implementing this accord:

1. The selection of workplace assignments shall begin at five(5) minutes prior to the start of a respective shift.

a. Due to the many variations, the selection process on military vessel operations will take place after the safety briefing.

2. This rule only applies to positions of like definition.  (E.g. A person ordered out as a clerk cannot invoke this rule on a timekeeper, plan clerk, or other non similar PDO positions.)

3. Under no circumstances will a casual be given seniority under this rule over a qualified person during the assignment selection process.

4. If this rule is invoked against someone, that information and the parties involved are public knowledge.

5. In the event of a late arrival of a vessel, this rule will not apply.

This workplace rule is motioned and agreed by majority vote on this day, December 4th, 2006.
